Results will be announced at our 
Jan 22nd 2008 meeting; in the 
community room of the Three  
Creeks Library starting at 7pm.  
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 In September the Board of 
County Commissioners approved 
the final version of the 
Comprehensive Growth 
Management Plan.  They also 
lifted the moratorium on new 
developments in the Salmon 
Creek area.  For us, it means that 
the open property along NW 11th 
north of 149th has been 
designated as future homes on ½ 
acre lots, commercial and multi 
use areas.   
 
In the meantime, the development 
boom of the past few years has 
cooled, so the changes will take 
some time to happen. I only know 
of two pending construction 
projects in the Neighborhood.   
In the last newsletter I referred to 
the August 12th Columbian.  They 
ran several articles on the 
possibility of our area 
incorporating into a new city.  It 
would mean we would be separate 
from both Clark County and the 
City of Vancouver.  We would be 
in charge of our own destiny.  We 
would be able to plan, develop 
zoning and have a closer voice in  

 how our community is built out in 
the future.   In this transition time, 
we can make a difference. 
 
In 1995, there was a study done to 
see if the Hazel Dell/ Salmon 
Creek area could pay for its own 
municipal government, the “New 
City”.  The finances were there.  I 
expect that a new study will be 
done to see if this is still the case.  
I anticipate that with the new 
development since 1995, including 
Legacy Hospital and the new 
homes, the financial picture will be 
even better.  So we should be able 
to afford it. The fundamental 
question is still the same.  “Do we 
want to be in charge?” 
 
To start this conversation, we 
have invited Commissioner Betty 
Sue Morris to our November 27, 
2007 meeting to discuss the 
difference between incorporation 
into our own city versus waiting to 
be annexed by the City of 
Vancouver.  Come, listen, learn 
and then decide which future you 
prefer.
