It is said that all politics are local.
Nothing is more local than how we
want to maintain our roads, provide
our police and fire services, and
manage the zoning of our properties.
This question is a fundamental one
that is a direct application of the
lessons taught in a high school civics
class.

There may be a desire to let the
current system continue. The County
has provided these municipal
services for so long, it's difficult to
see why we should change. But the
County needs to focus on County
wide issues. It can't be as responsive
as we would like, just because it has
this broader mission. We have to
decide if we want to someday be
annexed by the City of Vancouver,

or go to the trouble of creating our
our own city government.

And it would be a hard job. Itisn't
the path of least resistance. The
passive answer is to just let the
status quo continue, and be
absorbed by Vancouver in 10-20
years. It can be argued that this is
the right decision.

If you are impressed by the way the
City of Vancouver manages it's
affairs, then this would be the
position you should support.

If you want to be closer to your
local government, | suggest you
study the possibilities of self
determination included in forming
the new city. It may likely cost
more in taxes, but it may be worth
it. As a Neighborhood Association,
we will be providing additional
information in the newsletters and
in the our meetings for your
consideration. It's our duty to study
this and reach an informed
conclusion.

real estate market the last few years this fund should be
substantial for a park in the NSCNA area

Klineline Bridge, also known as Salmon Creek Bridge, on Highway 99 is not
what it used to be when originally constructed in 1928. The bridge has a history
of requiring extensive repairs after flood events. This includes

rebuilding the bridge after a partial collapse in the mid 50's.

Portions of the structure are 80 years old.

Clark County Public Works engineers, with federal
Bridge Replacement Advisory Council (BRAC) funding
through the Washington State Department of
Transportation, will design and construct a replacement
bridge.

The new bridge, to completely span Salmon Creek, will have four travel lanes,
a center median, bicycle lanes, curb/gutter and sidewalks. Work will also
include stream restoration and enhancement within the reaches of Salmon
Creek, up and down stream from the bridge.

The focus group has met four times to date. Their next meeting will be in mid
September at the Clark County Public Works Conference Center on NE 78th
Street and St. Johns Avenue. This is a public meeting and agenda time will be
reserved for public comment.

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A few years ago the long-term master
plan for Fairgrounds Community Park
was developed and approved by the
county.

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Earlier this year, Clark County began
preliminary planning work on the
Chinook Neighborhood Park
development project, and

a preliminary park comment form was
mailed out to area residents. This
currently undeveloped park property
is located south of NW 149th Street
between NW 11th Avenue and NW
5th Place.
