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Q. What park district is the park in?
#10

Q. What is the balance in the acquisition budget for

this Park District?  A. Clark County has funding available
to pursue both acquisition and development projects in this
district. These projects are identified in the Capital Facilities
Plan, which was adopted as part of Vancouver-Clark Parks
and Recreation’s “Comprehensive Parks, Recreation and
Open Space Plan.” However, as revenues decline and
costs increase, the county will be challenged to meet all of
the needs identified in the plan.

A. Park District

Q. Are you seriously looking at purchase of an

alternate site to address environmental deficiencie s of
the existing land?  A. Vancouver-Clark Parks and
Recreation has evaluated options to purchase an alternate
site (a site different than the existing ownership) in order to
serve this area. However, based on a preliminary
assessment of vacant parcels of suitable size, the county
has decided to pursue purchasing supplemental property
adjacent to the existing park as its first choice for meeting
the needs of this neighborhood.

Q. Do you have specific analysis of existing land, how
much is actually available for development? A
Vancouver-Clark Parks and Recreation did identify other
parcels in the area that the county could pursue for
acquisition. However, due to service area standards
(primarily safety related to busy streets and ensuring safe
walking/bicycling access for children), the county has
elected to first attempt to purchase supplemental property
adjacent to the existing park. Staff also conducted a
detailed wetland and habitat analysis of the existing park
property, which showed that the only area in the park that
can be developed without requiring prohibitively expensive
wetland or habitat mitigation work is located on the south
central side of the park (about half an acre).

Q. If an alternate site has been identified, what budg et
is allocated for its acquisition? (How much and wha t
“budget pot” is designated?) A. This will depend on a
number of variables, including a willing seller, appraised
value of land, ability to develop the land, other site
constraints, negotiations, etc. The county is prepared to
pay fair market value for the property it needs. The funding
to purchase the supplemental property or easements will
primarily come from Park Impact Fees, which are paid by
housing developers.
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Q. Do you have a target resolution date for the
environmental issues? Who is the project lead

assigned to this activity? A. Vancouver-Clark Parks
and Recreation has already completed the environmental
site analysis, and the county is now looking at the
possibility of purchasing additional adjacent property or
easements to expand the developable area in the park and
provide better access. A park planner from Vancouver-
Clark Parks and Recreation is currently working on the
acquisition of additional property or easements, but there
isn't a “lead” staff person assigned to this project at this
time. A project manager from Clark County Public Works
will be assigned to the project when planning and design
work resumes in 2011. In the meantime, any questions
about this project can be directed to Parks
Communications Specialist Jilayne Jordan, who can
identify the appropriate staff person/people to respond to
the question.

Q. Was the Chinook Park property purchased with
builder impact fees or other state monies (Park Imp  act
Fees, state grants or other funds)?  A. This park
consists of two separate parcels that were acquired with
the primary goal of establishing a greenway (urban open
space) along Whipple Creek. The first parcel (10 acres)
was purchased in 1996 with a combination of Park Impact
Fees and Builder's Fund dollars. The county recognized
early on that the site had significant environmentally
sensitive lands. The second parcel was acquired in 1999
through a combination of Park Impact Fees and Credits
(developer dedication) to expand the urban open space
and create the potential for a trail connection to the west.
No state funding or grants were used.

Q. Was there a development budget associated with
this land acquisition? If so how much is it? A. The
current budget for planning, design, permitting and
construction of this project is $618,479.

Q. When is the park slated for development? A. This
project is currently scheduled to resume planning and
design work in 2011, with construction starting in 2012. If
the county is able to start work sooner than this, it will.
Planning, design and permitting will take about 10-12
months to complete. Construction will take approximately
6 months to complete
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Q. Why should | recycle my compact
fluorescent lights and fluorescent
tubes?

A. Compact fluorescent lights (CFLs) and
tubes come in various shapes and sizes.
CFLs contain small amounts of mercury
(about as much as the ink on the tip of a
ball point pen). If the lights are broken,
mercury vapor can enter the environment
and settle into surface waters, where it
can turn into highly toxic methylmercury.
Fish and other wildlife can then ingest the
mercury and pass it up the food chain to
humans. Once mercury is in the food
chain, it is almost impossible to remove.
The U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency estimates that 600 million
fluorescent lights are disposed of
annually, with over 80 percent ending up
in landfills. Because mercury persists in
the environment, you must not throw
away CFLs with your regular garbage.
Instead, recycle them at your local
household hazardous waste facility, so
the mercury, aluminum, glass, and
phosphor can all be safely recovered.

Q. What should | do if a compact
fluorescent light or fluorescent tube
gets broken?

A. If a light breaks, put on protective
gloves and carefully sweep up all of the
glass fragments and any powder with a
disposable hand broom and dust pan.
Place the broken pieces of glass in a rigid
food storage container with a snap on lid.
Place the disposable hand broom and
dustpan in a plastic bag and wipe the area
with a damp paper towel. Put the used
towel in the plastic bag as well and then
place everything in a five-gallon bucket or
container with a lid. The greatest potential
hazard in this situation is being cut by the
broken glass. Ventilate the area well.
Make sure to never use the vacuum
cleaner because you would contaminate
your vacuum and the mercury could
become airborne. Dispose of the waste at
your local household hazardous waste
facility.
