The Birds and the
Bees...

Something your folks may
not have told you about the
birds and the bees is that the
CC&R'’s of your
neighborhood or the bylaws
of your homeowner’s
association

may limit or

prohibit you

from feeding

birds, bees

and other

cute, little

critters in your yard.
Washington cases have
underscored the fact the
homeowner’s association
covenants/bylaws are
enforced by the Courts.

We have all heard the horror
stories of homeowner’s
association boards gone
wild. Some homeowner’s
association boards overstep
their authority as outlined in
the bylaws and/or under
Washington Law. If the
board oversteps their
authority or acts
unreasonably, a homeowner
may appeal the association’s

decision as outlined in the
bylaws and/or consult an
attorney. The Revised
Code of Washington
(“RCW?") Chapter 64.38
regulates homeowner’s
associations. The bylaws
of the association take
precedence over the
statute (RCW 64.38.020)
and the statute allows the
association to enforce the
bylaws. Every
homeowner’s association
has different bylaws and
your bylaws may or may
not address the feeding of
animals. You may want to
review your CC&Rs or
bylaws to see if they
address the feeding of
animals.

There are legal theories to
support both a
homeowner’s position for
feeding critters and for the
prohibition on feeding by
an association depending,
of course, on the
governing instrument.
Each situation must be
analyzed on an individual
facts and circumstances
basis.
