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he Board of Clark County Commissioners has

awarded a contract to replace the Klineline Bridge
over Salmon Creek. Ostrander Rock & Construction Co.,
Inc. of Longview, WA began work the week of April 14.

The cost is approximately $9.2 million. A new bridge will
be in place and open by this fall. As soon as safely
possible the bridge will be opened to traffic even if
landscaping isn’t complete.

During 2008, Clark County will complete Pacific
Community Park which is now under construction and
begin work on the Hockinson and Fairgrounds community
parks. Work will also begin this spring on four additional
neighborhood parks within unincorporated Clark County -
But the NSCNA neighborhood park, Chinook, is not one
of them .

The County continues negotiations to secure additional
land adjacent to the existing area. These negotiations are
difficult as there are many considerations beyond simply
selling your property for the current residents to consider.

Jilayne Jordan, Parks Communication Specialist,
communicated a message that residents not become
discouraged during this tenuous waiting period. Park
Staff is actively working the problems and are hopeful that
some progress can be reported very soon.

Q: I have a living will from
Oregon; now that | live in
Washington do | have to

re-do it?

A. Your living will, also
known as a health-care
directive in

Washington, validly
executed in Oregon,

is most likely still valid

if you move to

Washington.

The Revised Code of
Washington (“RCW")
70.122.030(3)

provides that “A

directive executed in another
political jurisdiction is valid to
the extent permitted by
Washington state law and
federal constitutional law.”
Washington state law
provides a statutory Health
Care Directive form in RCW
70.122.030(1) and states
that a directive “may be in
the following form, but in
addition may include other
specific directions.” This
language allows for the use
of other forms, including a
form originally executed.

Federal constitutional law,
specifically the full faith and
credit clause, provides that
legally binding contracts in
one state will be respected

by the other states. For
example, if a couple were
legally married at The
Elvis Chapel of Love
in Nevada, they
would still be legally
married if they
moved from Nevada
to Washington.
Since the
Washington State
and federal
constitutional
requirements are most
likely satisfied, your valid
Oregon living will is most
likely valid upon your move
to Washington. Generally,
other estate planning
documents including Wills
and Powers of Attorney
would also most likely be
effective from state to
state.

To ensure your documents
comply with Washington
Law and do not require
revisions, | would very
strongly recommend
having a Washington
Attorney review your
documents. Many
attorneys, including
myself, will review your
documents at no charge.

Why do the property owners
northeast of the intersection of NE
139" Street and NE 10™ Avenue want
to change the zoning designation on
their land? On May 27", the NSCNA
members, including the member
property owners, will discuss that
guestion.

The
Meyer's, with their long history of
neighborhood involvement, will
continue to expand their veterinary
business at the current location.
