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Frustrated with traffic congestion along 
134th Street or 10th Ave?  If you are 

then January’s NSCNA meeting is not to 
be missed.   
 
In the last seven years the Salmon Creek 
area has experienced significant traffic 
congestion and concurrency problems.  
We have actually been in  failure two 
separate times; both dealt with 
by enacting a building 
moratorium.  When the 
building moratorium 
went on too long we 
changed the way 
concurrency was 
measured, permitting 
the moratorium to be 
lifted in 2007.  Studies of 
the Salmon Creek corridor 
indicate long-term capacity limitations 
and  conclude we can expect over 1500 
new p.m. peak hour trips  to impact us 
over the next 20 years. 
 
You might ask what is being done about 
this?  The proposed solution is the 
Salmon Creek interchange project.  (See 
page 7 for a map and summary of 
planned actions.)

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PUBLIC HEALTH ISSUES  COLD WEATHER WARNING  
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IT’S NOT OVER YET -  POTHOLES NO FUN! 
Clean up efforts have already begun in recovering the gravel used during the 
snowstorm.  The damage done below the snow and gravel is now becoming 
evident - meaning potholes.   

 Potholes are not simply a nuisance. They constitute a 
dangerous safety hazard that can inflict substantial damage 
to vehicles and can cause drivers and bicyclists to veer 
suddenly in traffic or even cause the operator to lose control 
of the vehicle after contact.    

County maintenance crews are on the lookout for potholes but don’t assume the 
pothole you have been avoiding since the storm has been noticed or is “on the 
list”.    Take time to report it.  Fill out the online road maintenance request found 
at:

To help expedite your service request, please be prepared with specific 
information: 

· Give the exact location.  
· Be prepared to describe the hole e.g. size (approx length/width/depth)   
· Is the hole on the sidewalk or roadway (driving lane or parking lane)?  
· Is there a barricade over this hole?  
· Note whether you hear or see water in the hole.  
 
      For those that need it there is free internet acces s   
      available at your local library . 

Amid the dramatic increase of people 
with Alzheimer’s, Downs Syndrome, 
and Autism, Project Lifesaver has 
become one of the leading 
organizations addressing the need to 
protect these persons and 
bring comfort to their families and 
caregivers.  Project Lifesaver is built 
on the work of the Stokes County (NC) 
Mountain Rescue program which 
pioneered the use of special 
equipment and procedures to locate 
lost and 
wandering 
persons. 
 
Each 
project 
lifesaver 
client is 
provided a 
one ounce electronic bracelet that 
emits a unique radio signal 24 hours a 
day.  When a client wanders, a call to 
911 by the caregiver triggers a rapid 
response by a trained team within 
Clark County.  Using a mobile locator 
system, search crews are able to 
monitor the transmitter signal and 
locate the client who inadvertently 

strays from 
protective care. 
 
In 2001 Clark 
County was the second agency in the 
state to adopt the program.  With a 
national  average “locate time” of just 
over 30 minutes this process saves 
lives as well as money by reducing 
both time and personnel to locate a 
missing individual.   
 
Locating the individual is only part of 
the mission. The person who is 
located will be disoriented, anxious, 
and untrusting. The Project Lifesaver 
team knows how to approach the 
person, gain their trust so they are at 
ease for the trip home.

Clark County  
Snow Storm Response  
Costs Exceed $500,000 

 
Preliminary estimates show that Clark 
County spent almost $600,000 in a 19-
day battle with near record snowfall 
during December. “This was an 
exceptional effort by our road 
maintenance and shop staff to keep 
our major roads as safe as possible 
for our community,” said Public Works 
Director Peter Capell .  “The costs are 
high, but this is what our residents 
expect us to do.  I am very proud of 
our people.” 
 
About 60 county road maintenance 
staff and shop mechanics worked 18 
hours daily through Saturday, 
December 27 in two nine-hour shifts 

plowing, sanding and 
deicing about 25,000 
total miles of county 
roadways.  Road 

crews spread 
more 

than 1,200 
tons of 

sanding rock and applied 
about 85,000 gallons of 
deicer. An estimated cost 

breakdown includes: 
 
• Labor: $275,000, including $150,000 
in overtime pay 
• Equipment usage: $282,000 
• Materials such as rock and salt:

A new interchange at NE 139th Street and I-5 that provides for movement in three 
directions: a northbound on-ramp, a northbound off-ramp, and a southbound on-ramp 
(the interchange will be designed so that movement in the fourth direction, the 
southbound off-ramp, could be added in the future); removal of the on-ramp from NE 
134th Street to I-5 northbound and associated changes to the traffic signal; an exit-only 
lane to NE 134th Street from I-205 northbound resulting in a two-lane off-ramp; a new 
northbound lane from NE 139th Street to NE 179th Street to accommodate the new on-
ramp from NE 139th Street; reconstructed I-5 bridges over I-205 to accommodate 
future widening.
