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Notification was recently received on PSR2009-
00006 - Clearwire Felida Cell Tower SEPA 
Review.  What is SEPA?  - It is a state policy 
that requires state and local agencies to 
consider the likely environmental consequences 
of a proposal before approving or denying it.  
Given that the proposed site, located at 14006 
NW 3rd Ct, is zoned light industrial this SEPA 
review is likely to be the only opportunity for 
residents to comment on the proposal. 
 
The applicant, Clearwire,  proposes to “construct 
a 120’ monopole pole and put a support cabinet 
on the ground on a 3’ x 3’ concrete slab, inside 
of a 20’ x 30’ equipment compound surrounded 
by a 6’ fence with slats.”   Where the proposed 
facility will be located is just North of HB Fuller Park in the General Industrial 
Park and is currently an asphalt parking lot.  The facility is designed to provide 
wireless internet service to their customers. 
 
When asked what measures are included to reduce or control aesthetic 
impacts the applicant responded that while they have no plans for special 
landscaping to hide or minimize the out building they do plan to ensure the 
surface of the monopole is non-reflective.   It will be made of a gray galvanized 
non-reflective steel; and may be painted if that is a condition of approval.

Because response is required before our next scheduled meeting, 
neighborhood response has been mixed, and zoning appropriateness is not 
an issue; the only position NSCNA can take on this proposal is to encourage 
the highest standards be enforced to make the site aesthetically pleasing and 
safe for the community.

Due to cutbacks in our 
Books by Mail program, both by patrons voluntarily 
opting to pick up books (thank you!) and by service 
restrictions, we now have to store more books than 
ever on our hold pickup shelves.
