K ids are introduced to archaeology, including

The fun begins with a talk about 
the science of archaeology - what it can tell us about 
history, how archaeologists interpret what they find, and why we should 
preserve pieces of the past.  

Groups of children are assigned to a "unit" and given a box filled with soil 
and layers of artifacts. As they excavate and screen with the help of park 
staff and volunteers, they will speculate about what may have been on that 
spot in the past. This event takes place at the historic site of Fort 
Vancouver and is open to children 8 to 12. Each 2 hour session is limited 
to 20 children, on a first-come, first-served basis. Entrance fees to visit the 
Fort apply.  Program is free .

The Lunch 
Buddy Program 
originally was 
established in 
1993 to provide 
one-on-one 
mentors for 
elementary 
students who need a positive role 
model in their lives. The program 
currently serves children in twenty 
Vancouver School District 
elementary schools including the 
two in our neighborhood;  Chinook,  
and Salmon Creek.   
 
You can build a friendship with a 
student and provide a positive 
influence. The Vancouver School 
District Foundation coordinates the 
program and assists in recruiting 
mentors. 
 
Community members are needed to 
be Lunch Buddies.  Currently there 
are over 100 children on the wait 
list; two thirds of those waiting are 
boys. Buddies have lunch at school 
once a week. After lunch they have 
time to read, play a board game or 
just talk. The time commitment is 
less than an hour a week, until the 
end of the school year.
