Just last month our President, Avril, 
received a check for several thousand 
dollars along with a job offer to be a 
secret shopper.  All she had to do was 
shop, wire cash, and write up her 
observations of the employees serving 
her.  Find out how scams like this work

Detective Tom 
Mitchum , our guest 
speaker,  is a 30-
year veteran of law 
enforcement with 
the Clark County 

Sheriff’s Office. He was assigned to the 

Major Crimes Unit in 
1999 and is currently 
their department’s 
long term fraud detective.  

Detective Mitchum has investigated 
numerous fraud and Identity theft cases.  
He shares his knowledge and expertise 
by giving presentations on current scams 
and crime trends to various community 
and corporate groups. He is a member of 
the Clark County Fraud Investigator’s 
Group, the Metro Area Fraud 
Investigator’s Association, and the 
Northwest Fraud Investigators 
Association.  

Detective Mitchum’s presentation will 
cover ID Theft and some of the latest 
scams and fraud activity and how we can 
help protect ourselves and others from 
becoming a victim.  He will also include 
information on credit card fraud, 
skimming, telephone and telemarketing 
scams, Nigerian Advance Fee Fraud 
Scams as well as Elder Fraud and other 
scams.��This promises to be an 
enlightening evening.  Don’t miss it!

I try very hard to bring you news without a 
personal viewpoint - today I need to make 
an exception to this.  While some feelings 
may seep into this article I will do my best to 
remain grounded in “hard facts and data”. 
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In order to help recover costs 
in the wake of recent cuts to 
parks maintenance and 
operations budgets, the 
parking fees will increase at 
Lewisville, Vancouver Lake, 
Salmon Creek / Klineline Pond 
and Frenchman's Bar parks 
starting in 2010.  
 
A public hearing about the 
proposed fee increases will 
occur at 10 a.m. on Jan. 26, 
2010 at the Clark County 
Public Service Center, 6th 
floor hearing room, 1300 
Franklin St. in downtown 
Vancouver. Public testimony 
about this issue will be 
accepted at this time. 
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Starting in 2010, picnic shelter 
reservations will cost $25 to 
$100 per day, depending on the 
size of the shelter. These fees, 
collected from May through 
September, will be used to help 
keep shelters clean and in 
working order at five regional 
and community parks. These 
shelters would continue to be 
available without charge when 
not reserved.   
 
Felida, Pacific, and Orchards, 
Community Parks and others 
will continue to offer picnic 
shelters on a first-come, first-
served basis at no charge. 
 
Vancouver-Clark Parks and 
Recreation will begin taking 
picnic shelter reservations 
for 2010 events starting on 
Feb. 1 – one month later than 
in previous years. 
Reservations will be taken by 
phone at 360-487-7100, or in 
person at the Marshall 
Community Center, at 1009 E. 
McLoughlin Blvd.  

NO PARK IN SIGHT FOR THE NSCNA 

Let’s look at the real issue.  As of today 
the NSCNA still has no neighborhood park.  
Yes, the revised schedule moved Chinook 
Park out another year to 2011 but I hold no 
confidence in that date.  The new 
neighborhood park (simply identified as 
North of 149th street) for NSCNA didn’t 
even make it on the 2010 list. 
 
Where do our children play?  Well we do 
have the school parks and, through the 
generosity of the HB Fuller Corporation, the 
sports fields and play area at their 
namesake - HB Fuller Park.  For the most 
part you will find our children gathered in 
vacant lots and in the streets. 
 
Several million has been collected in PIF 
and REET in the NSCNA and of course our 
property taxes haven’t been reduced 
because we don’t have a park to maintain.  
So where has it gone?  I have a partial 
answer to that, we are part of Park District 
10 so it helped with the new Fairgrounds 
Community Park and will likely be used for 
the Stanton neighborhood park or others in 
District 10.    
 
We have gone before the Parks Advisory 
Board on three occasions to request their 
support and assistance in resolving 
roadblocks.  We have had discussions with 
Jane Kleiner  and Pete Capell,  Director 
Clark County Public Works; Pete Mayer , 
Director, Vancouver-Clark Parks and 
Recreation and numerous others.   
 
Budget issues aside, simply stated NSCNA 
needs parks and has paid for the parks.   
The time has now come to raise our 
collective voices in pursuit of safe 
places for our children to play.     First we 
need to formulate a strategy of options.   

PARK FUNDING ISSUES 
 
A December 23rd news release announced 
“ Due to budget cuts related to a weak 
economy, Clark County will close parking 
lots and discontinue maintenance at 10 
regional parks, trails and boat launches in 
January and February. Bicyclists and 
pedestrians will continue to have access to 
the parks“...... 
 
“There will be no garbage or landscaping 
service, including mowing. The service 
changes will begin on Jan. 1st. 
Maintenance will resume and gates will 
reopen on March 1. The seasonal cutbacks 
are expected to save 
about $184,000 in 
2010.”  
 
As discussed at our 
November meeting 
these cuts were 
expected.  While I’m 
not against these cuts 
it does bring to question exactly where our 
property taxes from the 2005 bond are 
being redirected.   
 
The unincorporated area passed the bond 
specifically identifying the uses for these 
monies; it was to pay for maintenance and 
operations of 30 new neighborhood parks, 
along with five new community parks, 
seven miles of trails, and additional youth 
sports fields.  
 
 PIF - Park Impact Fee and REET - Real 
Estate Excise Tax are used for planning, 
design, permitting and construction of new 
parks and recreation facilities, and 
improvements to existing facilities. PIF is 
paid by residential housing developers, and 
REET is collected whenever homes are 
sold.   These fees must be allocated in the 
same park district as collected and must be 
used within 6 years or be refunded. 
 

It’s easy to see that PIF and REET are tied 
to the local housing and development 
market.  Revenue levels have been 
declining.  Current 2009 projections show 
PIF revenue down by 80 percent and REET  
revenue down by 70 percent since 2006.

� he song makes it sound fun and 

festive to go walking in a winter 
wonderland, but the reality is walking 
on snow and ice can be very 
dangerous.  
 
Taking a few precautions will allow you 
to enjoy being outdoors, while 
preventing potentially serious injury.  
 

• If you are going out, make sure 
your own steps, driveway, and 
sidewalk are clear of snow and ice.  
• In cold temperatures assume 
that all wet, dark areas on 
pavement are icy.  
• During bad weather, wear 
shoes or boots that provide traction 
on snow and ice; boots made of 
non-slip rubber or neoprene with 
grooved soles are the best.  
• Statistics show that almost 80 
percent of slips and falls due to 
snow and ice occur in parking lots 
and on sidewalks, with more than 
50 percent occurring between 6 
a.m. and noon. Take special 
caution while in parking lots in the 
morning. 
• Dress in layers and wear a hat, 
scarf and gloves. Be sure to wear 
bright colored or reflective clothing 
so you can be easily seen by 
motorists.

Voters must reauthorize the local 
levy for each year of funding. In 
Vancouver, voters have approved 
the M & O levy for every year since 
1964.  

To be approved, the M & O levy 
needs a 50 percent majority of yes 
votes in Clark County. 

Voters approve levy amounts, not 
rates.  Levy amounts are limited by 
the state’s 24% levy lid.  Vancouver 
Public Schools are asking for 
collection of $39 million in 2011, $41 
million in 2012 and $43 million in 
2013.   Estimated levy rates per 
$1,000 assessed value of property 
are $3.08 for 2011, $3.23 for 2012 
and $3.33 for 2013.

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Voters approved the current M & O 
levy in February 2006. It is set to expire 
in 2010. The M & O levy comprises 17 
percent of the district’s general fund 
budget—more than $36 million.  

The replacement levy would continue 
local funding for basic education and 
maintain current programs and 
services. Levy dollars are essential to 
pay for the following items:
