Neighborhood Action Planning is an opportunity for residents to shape the future of their 
neighborhood and impact our overall quality of life.  By creating an environment that 
engages residents in addressing neighborhood’s issues, we enable creative problem 
solving and a spirit of teamwork between Clark County and the Neighborhood. 
 
The purpose of this neighborhood action plan is to identify issues that are of concern to 
the residents of the North Salmon Creek Neighborhood Association (NSCNA) and to 
devise strategies for addressing these concerns. In conjunction with broader policies 
and implementation measures contained within the current Comprehensive Plan of 
Clark County, the neighborhood planning process is intended to protect and enhance 
the livability within its boundaries. More specifically, this neighborhood action plan is 
intended to: 
 

�  Educate both county government and neighborhood residents about each other’s 
concerns and visions for the future. 

�  Promote collaboration between the county and the neighborhood in order to 
achieve mutual goals and a shared sense of responsibility. 

�   Create a “sense of place” within the community by identifying and developing the 
assets within each neighborhood. 

�   Initiate change, rather than simply react to it by addressing specific issues and 
opportunities. 

�   Achieve sensible and coordinated project and program planning within our 
neighborhood and in cooperation with other surrounding neighborhoods. 
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In general, a comprehensive plan is intended to provide broad policy direction, which is 
implemented through more specific development regulations and capital expenditure 
programs. Comprehensive plans do not, however, address the more immediate needs 
and concerns of individual neighborhoods. This is the purpose of a sub-area or 
neighborhood plan. Clark County’s history, economy, and future are linked to its 
regional location. Clark County comprises a portion of the U. S. Census Bureau’s 
Portland, Oregon/Vancouver, Washington Primary Metropolitan Statistical Area (PMSA).  
 
The purpose of the North Salmon Creek Neighborhood Action Plan is to integrate 
neighborhood needs into the County’s planning process concerning but not limited to: 
street improvement programs, neighborhood traffic control, parks, recreation, schools, 
crime watch, safety, emergency preparedness, water, sewer and utility planning within 
the urban services boundaries affecting this neighborhood association.   
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The actual preparation of this plan is being coordinated by the neighborhood Action 
Planning Committee, whose members were appointed by the neighborhood association 
to represent the interests of the neighborhood as a whole. A copy of this action plan has 
been made available to each household in North Salmon Creek for review.  After 
considering and reconciling comments from the residents, the plan has been endorsed 
by NSCNA.    
 
It is intended that county agencies will utilize our action plans as input in developing 
more specific work programs and helping to establish county-wide funding priorities. It is 
recognized that many of the recommendations contained in the action plan are 
conceptual only and may need to be analyzed in greater detail. It should also be 
emphasized that financial resources may not exist for implementing all of the 
recommendations identified in the plan. 
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This plan contains four components. The Neighborhood Profile, which contains a 
general description of the history and current conditions within the neighborhood; the 
Vision Statement which describes the neighborhood’s sense of identity and vision for its 
future; the Neighborhood Objectives, which identify issues that are of concern to the 
residents of the neighborhood; and the Neighborhood Action Steps, which include 
specific potential strategies for accomplishing the identified objectives. Each Action Step 
is prioritized and identifies the responsible parties for implementing those strategies. 
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Having a Neighborhood Action Plan does not guarantee funding for implementation. 
Clark County does appropriate funds for the publication and mailing of three newsletters 
per year. Other funding will be required to help implement action steps. The 
neighborhood may be eligible for many private, federal and state funding grants or 
programs once we achieve our 501(c)(3) status.  We can also come together to raise 
funds through social activities such as silent auctions, raffles, dinners and other creative 
activities. 
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NSCNA is an urbanized area of unincorporated Clark County located between the cities 
of Vancouver and Ridgefield with a unique character rich in local lore and tied to the 
earliest settlements in the Pacific Northwest.  Our southern border is defined by the 
meandering Salmon Creek, our eastern border is defined by Interstate 5 and the 
northern boundary is NW 164th street.  Our western border is not as neatly defined; it 
starts out at NW 41st Ave until 151st street where it moves easterly to 21st Ave.   
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We have five sub-districts defined (internal dark lines on map) with a director from each 
representing their area on our executive board.  A sixth director brings a neighborhood 
business  perspective  to the board without affiliation to a sub-district area.   As part of 
the Three Creeks Special Planning Area we have additional support in planning and 
service process issues available that many other neighborhoods do not.  
 
Urban services in the NSCNA historically have  been provided by special purpose 
districts including Clark Public Utilities (water), Clark Regional Wastewater District 
(sewer); Vancouver. School district; Fire District 6; Fort Vancouver Regional Library; 
Greater Metropolitan Parks District; C-Tran (transit); WSDOT; and Clark County 
(general services, sheriff and roads). 
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Figure 2 key elements in NSCNA area 
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HB Fuller Company Park is the only park in the NSCNA area.  The property is a park 
and it does reside within the boundaries of the NSCNA; however it is not a community 
owned park.  The property is owned by the H.B. Fuller Company, and was developed 
using a grant from the Seattle Mariners. 

The site features a variety of sports fields, which are used seasonally by Salmon Creek 
Youth Soccer and Hazel Dell Little League.   
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The one neighborhood park planned within the NSCNA area is referred to as Chinook; 
although it has not been officially named at this time.  This 5-acre park site runs along 
Whipple Creek between NW 11th Avenue and NW 5th Place, on the south side of NW 
149th Street.  The existing park property is currently a wooded area with a small 
clearing and a footbridge over Whipple Creek off of NW 7th Place.   It contains both 
wetlands and wildlife habitat, which adds to the unique character and beauty of this 
greenway.  However, the environmental restrictions that come with doing any kind of 
development near a wetland or habitat has presented the county with several 
challenges. Less than one half acre is available for development; and is scattered in 
small parcels throughout the property.  Most of this area is unreachable without crossing 
protected wildlife habitat land. 

Because of this, the county is now working on the possibility of purchasing additional 
property adjacent to the park that might be better suited for a development project of 
this kind. The official position is that “ the Chinook Neighborhood Park development 
project is on hold until additional property is obtained and design and construction 
funding is available. At this time, planning and design is scheduled to resume in 2011. 
Neighbors will be re-engaged in this park planning process at that time.”    
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This position has generated strong response within the neighborhood.  Bringing visibility 
and priority to this project is one of the main goals of the neighborhood for the coming 
year. 
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The neighborhood holds four Vancouver School District facilities; two elementary, a 
middle school and a high school   The strong performance of our local schools 
contributes to the desirability of our neighborhoods.

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The NSCNA does not have a community plan in case of a disaster.  This is a gap that needs to 
be filled.  Local first responders indicate that it averages three days before local residents can 
count on any assistance to reach them.  One of the primary goals for our organization is to 
develop a comprehensive plan beginning with creation of Neighborhood Watch programs, 
moving into Map Your Neighborhood information gathering (using Neighborhood Watch 
Captains) which will support the full disaster preparedness plan.  We will rely upon guidance 
from Clark County Fire District 6 experts 
(http://www.ccfd6.org/community_info/disaster_preparedness.php).   
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NSCNA plans to 
build two CERT 
sheds containing 
emergency 
supplies to support 
the neighborhood. 
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NSCNA contains the only deficient 
concurrency corridor in the Clark 
County road system - the Salmon Creek 
corridor surrounding the I--5 
interchange.  The first phase of a two 
phase project to alleviate traffic has 
been completed bringing only minor 
improvement to the situation.   

This corridor failure resulted in development moratoria, which in itself, had economic 
impacts on the neighborhood.  There is ongoing work by the County to secure the final 
funding required to complete the second phase of this project, we are optimistic this 
final phase will bring real relief

The existing traffic problems with 134th are fairly well documented and receive a good 
deal of attention.  An area that has a large impact and is not as visible are several 
activities along 10th Avenue.    About a fourth of the NSCNA’s population is land locked 
in the area north of 134th / Tenny Road between NE 10th Ave and NW 21st Ave.  these 
two streets are the only southern entry / exit points.  The only other access / exit point 
for these residents is north along NW 11th Ave.  It is not unusual with today’s traffic to 
wait two to three signal intervals to exit the area via NE 10th Ave.  This is why there is 
major concern about additional traffic being added to NE 10th Ave.  The planned 
migration of the transit mall / park & ride is a major concern for this sector of our 
residents. 
 
A lack of sidewalks or clear visibility along Plantation Road / 18th Avenue is another 
area where an opportunity exists to improve safety.  A primary route for children walking 
to Salmon Creek Elementary makes this a prime project for the NSCNA. 
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The archives of the Columbian newspaper tells that the Salmon Creek area was rich in 
forests and fish. In the early days people hardly noticed the creek for which the 
community was named, where salmon were far more plentiful than people. “In the fall 
there were many salmon, said Dr. Henry Simpson Goddard. “I have seen so many in a 
deep hole of water that they practically had the rocks beneath them. They were caught 
and placed around fruit trees as fertilizer.”  
 
Dr. Goddard was the son of Joseph H. and Hester Goddard, who arrived in 1852 and 
took a donation land claim at Salmon Creek. A Methodist church was established in 
their home in 1853, but later moved into the local one-room log cabin schoolhouse, 
which was constructed in 1855.  
 
This was the beginning of the Salmon Creek United Methodist Church, which survives 
today just east of Highway 99, a short distance north of the creek. A white-painted 
chapel dating from 1900 has been renovated, but Sunday services have been moved 
into a new sanctuary.  
 
Salmon Creek Elementary School is the oldest school in the community, the successor 
to earlier small schools when the Salmon Creek district was independent. A newly 
constructed school in 2005 replaced an earlier modern building constructed during the 
1940s or 1950s.  
 
Growth at Salmon Creek was slow during the 1800s, but picked up a little after the turn 
of the 20th Century. . In December 1909, a Columbian news item noted that six mills in 
the Salmon Creek vicinity were “getting rid of large tracts of timber,” thus making room 
for “the wide-awake little village.” Farming provided a livelihood when the trees had 
been cleared. Prune growing started in the late 1880s and 90s. Residents were proud of 
telephone lines that had been strung through the community, also their Methodist 
church, schoolhouse, blacksmith shop and store. Harley Mays, who bought property in 
Salmon Creek in 1919, recalled that the community was “the start of civilization going 
south,” and wood cutting for Vancouver and Portland was still a local business.  
 
Even in 1946, when Chuck Scherer arrived, population was relatively sparse. “It was all 
small farms,” said Scherer. “We all had cattle and horses.” Scherer became active in 
subdividing, starting with Cerrero Estates in 1937. As the population increased in the 
state, improved highways were needed and the route through Salmon Creek got its 
share of attention. After World War II, Highway 99 was constructed through Salmon 
Creek and Hazel Dell, bypassing the Old Pacific Highway. Part of the old road is now 
Hazel Dell Avenue.  
 
Another name familiar to residents north of Vancouver is Klineline. Harry Bryan Klineline 
came west to Oregon in 1916 and settled in Vancouver. He started working for the Clark 
County Road Department in 1925 and was in charge of crushing operations for the next 
six years. In 1932 he became a private contractor when he started the Klineline Sand 
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and Gravel Plant on Salmon Creek in 1941. The firm dug huge pits that later formed the 
basis of the popular swimming hole and picnic site now called Salmon Creek Park. It is 
still a favorite fishing spot when the fish are in the river. Winding off to the west from the 
park is the Salmon Creek Trail. It is a nature preserve set aside for walkers, joggers, 
bicyclists, and bird watchers. 
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The North Salmon Creek Neighborhood Association was formed in November of 1994 
in reaction to a zoning change on property adjacent to the Quail Park subdivision; which 
was under construction. The property was originally zoned “light industrial” and had 
been changed to multi-family dwellings. The homeowners were concerned about the 
impact of high density apartments proposed for the parcel, later named Willow Pointe 
Apartments. The subdivision had no homeowners association at that time and lacked 
the necessary two-thirds occupancy, which did not occur until 1996. Early in 1995, 
another controversy concerning a proposed Fred Meyer store also became a concern of 
the neighborhood.  
 
Back in 1994, a small group of Quail Park residents decided to establish a new 
neighborhood association. It was bounded on the north by NW 151st Street, on the south 
by Salmon Creek, on the east by the I-5 freeway and on the west by NW 36th 

Avenue/Seward Road. Jack Kelly was elected president with Jim Huddlestun as vice 
president and Averil Massey as secretary/treasurer. 
 
The area was basically a low density rural-like 
setting and the new projects immediately 
spawned both bitter protests and strong support. 
The corridor was two-lanes and lacked sidewalks 
in many places. Skyview High School, Alki Middle 
School and Chinook Elementary School did not 
exist. The I-5 and I-205 interchange had been 
controlled by four way stop signs pending the 
completion of a new overpass. The Fred Meyer 
proposal indicated a permanent change in the 
character of the neighborhood. �

For approximately two years the two sides battled through a series of public meetings 
and court appearances.  The Association’s allegations were upheld, particularly with 
regard to traffic, but it was decided to pursue mitigation rather than outright opposition.   
 
This resulted in a ground breaking design for the store, extensive landscaping, hours of 
operation control and the provision to place a branch library on one of the four 
commercial pads included in the project. This would be sold, at cost, to the library 
district. Construction started in late 1997 and the store opened in October 1998. The 
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library required an election to approve a library district, which coincided with Fire District 
6's bond measure for financing. The new district authorization passed easily but the 
bond measure barely squeaked by. The library was opened to the public in January 
2002. 
 
Somewhat concurrent with the winding down of the Fred Meyer issue the association 
dealt with the pros and cons of creating a new city for the area. This would have 
included Hazel Dell and Felida as well as Salmon Creek. Neighborhood associations in 
all of those areas were heavily involved with discussions. A measure to create a new 
city was placed on a general election ballot and was decisively defeated. However, the 
concept of a new city for the area will continue to linger as growth of the area increases.   
 
The next few years were a time of flux within the NSCNA.  Jack Kelly turned over 
leadership of the association to Averil Massey.  Without a controversial issue to focus 
the neighborhood it was a period of peaceful inactivity with sporadic short bursts of 
action.  Concerns surrounding a proposed methadone clinic in Hazel Dell and the need 
for a sound barrier along the freeway expansion became temporary focal points.  But no 
long term projects or concerns emerged.  The group held no meetings during this period, 
perhaps reflective of the revolving NSCNA leadership.   Dec 2003 Hank Rolfs & Paulina 
Oberg, May 2004 Elisabeth Thomas,  March 2005 Bob Collins 
 
During this period a resident in the southwestern quadrant of the NSCNA was interested 
in stream restoration efforts and wanted an engaged neighborhood association to assist 
and support these concerns.  He requested that a sub section of the NSCNA secede to 
form a new South Salmon Creek Neighborhood Association.  The new neighborhood 
association was bounded by NW 151st street on the North, NW 21st Avenue on the East, 
Salmon Creek on the South and NW 36th / Seward Road on the West.  Despite the 
initial interest the new neighborhood association never really got off the ground and that 
area was absorbed by adjacent neighborhood associations. 
 
On August 22nd, 2006  a meeting was held at 
the Three Creeks Library sponsored by 
President Milada Allen, Felida NA, and Bridget 
Schwarz, Fairgrounds NA to see if some 
interest could be generated to reinvigorate the 
neighborhood.  Several issues of community 
interest were presented; primarily a planned 
future park and road projects, which resulted in 
volunteers being elected into the four board 
positions;  Dan Bodell, president, Barbara 
Anderson vice president, Steven Foster, 
secretary and David Berglund treasurer.  
 

�
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The association has now turned its focus to other issues concerning the area. One of 
the foremost problems is the construction of a neighborhood park on or near Whipple 
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Creek. The funding was voted for and approved but there are issues regarding wetlands 
and access to the park that are yet to be resolved. 
 
Attendance at our bi-monthly meetings, held in the Three Creeks Library, has been 
steadily increasing. Speakers have been invited to explain about other issues which 
may affect this area, including construction of roads, bridges and overpasses.  
 
In addition to the newsletter, communication among our membership is conducted by e-
mail and by a phone tree. The executive board has added six Director Representatives 
serving different parts of our association. All Officers and Directors volunteer their time 
and serve without pay. Our group has sponsored social events such as a Halloween 
decorating contest, Christmas lighting contest, and co-sponsored with Felida, a 4th of 
July celebration at their neighborhood park. 
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Legacy Health Systems Salmon Creek Hospital and 
Washington State University-Vancouver are both 
located just to the east of our neighborhood 
boundaries and have an impact on our area. There 
has been an abundance of new construction for 
professional offices wanting to locate in Salmon 
Creek as well as support businesses. 
 

 
The president of North Salmon Creek Neighborhood Association is also a member of 
the Neighborhood Advisory Committee of Clark County (NACCC), which is an advisory 
group concerned with shaping and maintaining the quality of life in unincorporated Clark 
County. She works in concert with presidents of other neighborhood associations, 
especially those touching our boundaries such as Hazel Dell and Felida. The 
neighboring Fairgrounds neighborhood association was formed to control noise and 
traffic at a new amphitheater and to fight another big-box store from further congesting 
the area. Schools, public safety, road projects, economic growth, crime watch, and 
emergency preparedness are more issues that will continue to be of concern in our area. 
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We envision ourselves as a family-oriented community that strives to preserve, protect 
and enhance the quality of life in our neighborhood. As residents, we’re committed to 
maintaining the safety of the streets and sidewalks, as well as preserving existing trees 
and open spaces. Attention to these issues will increase the quality of life for all who live 
here, especially our children.  Through our efforts, North Salmon Creek Neighborhood 
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Association aims to increase community awareness, and be proactive on those issues 
(e.g. zoning) that effect residential property values. 
 
Our community intends to be an active partner with neighboring communities, 
Neighborhood Associations, and Clark County. Our participation in planning for traffic 
control, construction of and maintenance of a park, growth management and attracting 
business partners to help secure economic diversity will improve livability for not only 
our current residents, but for future neighbors. 
 
We are pleased to note that in 2007 Salmon Creek, Washington was designated by 
Money Magazine as the No. 1 spot on the list of the Top 100 “best place to live” in the 
entire nation. Communities were judged on affordable housing, education, quality of life, 
leisure and culture, weather, health care and “meet the neighbor”.  We were, are, and 
will continue to be one of the “best places to live.”  That is our vision.

This statement succinctly and accurately represents the attitude of our committed 
neighborhood citizens, who have conquered many challenges while working together to 
approach problem solving to create a safe, livable and sustainable community 
environment to reside within. Our major priorities are safety and livability for all residents 
and businesses in our neighborhood. We value people of all nationalities, and realize 
that from diversity we can draw from a wide range of knowledge, skills and abilities.  
 
With the goals of safety and livability in mind, we have spent many hours considering 
and deliberating a set of action steps to guide our neighborhood to meet these goals. 
While these steps will likely undergo changes and additions as we gather input from 
community members and partners, we have outlined our plan to include the following 
action steps: 
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The following recommended action items identified as having a "high" priority are considered by 
the Neighborhood Association to be most important. "Medium" priority action steps are 
somewhat less important or dependent on completion of “high” priority activities. "Low" priority 
action steps are considered least important. The North Salmon Creek Neighborhood 
Association has assigned priority without regard for the time frame within which the 
recommendation can realistically be accomplished (short-range, long-range) and without 
concern for whether funding sources can be practically identified. Accordingly, it is possible that 
a "High" priority item may not be realized for many years. In contrast, some "Low" priority items 
could be potentially accomplished in a relatively short amount of time without significant capital 
expense.
